The goal is to bring
the particular area to public attention and establish i as a cenlre
of artistre creation; more than 40 events will fake place in empty
spaces, builldings and parking fots in & radius extending across
Keramerkos and Melaxourgeio,
Ninetean galleries from Greece and around the world will be
showcasing their artists and will run along independent events
mciuding: independent curatorials by curators, artists and arl
crifics, open air installations and screenings and site-specific
interventions, along with the residency of the 2nd Athens Biennial
for sefected candidates, and presentations by organizations such
as WWF and Zakira. Special sections will focus on the bounda-
ries between arlistic production and the everyday ife of the area's
inhabitants through lemporary construchons in unused spaces as
well as screenings of wdeo warks in the makeshift open air cinema
on lasonos street. Finally, & symposium entitled Site SpecificStrat-
egies will take place in Sepltember, which will bring together resi-
dents, architects, urban planners and sociologists fo explore ways
o develop the area while helping it define its own identity.
During the duration of ReMap, resident and artist Katerina Kana
will be publishing photos in real time of avarything taking place in
the neighborhood, on both the project’s blog and website.
I's gomng o be a busy summer for the KM area that will makes us
wisit it over and over again, Let's hope that this fime we'll keap go-
ing back there after the end of ReMap.
