2nd Athens Biennale

ReMa p 2 is an internatio nal platfo rm of cont emporary a rt running  parallel to

the 2nd Athens  Biennale (June 16 t o October 4). ReMap 2 takes pl ace in the

cult urally div erse and d ynamic dis tricts of Kerameikos  and Metax ourgeio (K M)

in d owntown At hens.

ReMap 2 offers  a rich web of more than 40 cu ltural events and ar t
happenings, including exhibitions,  open-air and site-specific
installations by Greek and international gal leries, independent
cura tors, art groups, architects and ΚΜ residents. All  cultural
events take place in empty, functional or derelict spaces,
including vacant buildings, parking lots and plots of land. 

The "Open Air Screening Room" and the "Gueri lla Playground
(tapedscape #01)" projec ts explore  the synergies between art
and everyday l ife in the  KM neighborhood. ?16 Workshop, a group
of young archi tects and designers,  invites v isitors to  discover an
ephemeral urban playground created  in an empty plot of  land
(tit led "Gueri lla Playground (tapedscape #01)"]. The "Open Air
Screening Room" project hosts three series o f selected  video art
projects, consecutively presented by curator  Marina Fokidis, the
National Museum of Contemporary Ar t (EMST) and the Athens
Biennale. The first project to be shown is t itled "Α M idsummer
Night's Dream," a reference to the  play by William Shakespeare,
cura ted by Mar ina Fokidi s. Artist and KM res ident Katerina Kana
will  be running "The Documentation  Project,"  an online  real-time
visual diary o f what is happening in the neighbourhood. 

An international architecture symposium under the titl e
"SiteSpecificStrategies, " curated by architect Elina Axioti, wil l
take  place in September.  It brings  together KM residents,
arch itects, urbanists and other sc ientists who will explore the
role  of architecture in shaping the future urban ident ity, using  the
KM area as a reference. The sympos ium will a ttempt to identify
innovative ways of parti cipation and involvement in urban life and
propose models  of urban transformation. A series of workshops
will  focus specifically on the KM area through the development o f
arch itectural propositions and the  realisation of arch itectural
events in the neighbourhood. 

ReMap responds  to the un ique urban energy, cultural
part icularities and dynamic artist ry of the ΚΜ neighbourhood. It
is o rganised by the non-profit cul tural organisation ReMapKM
with  the aim o f introduc ing KM as an international hub for
contemporary art. ReMapKM is sensi tive to the complex
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real ities of the KM area, looking at them as  a means o f artistic
and architectu ral creativity that potentiall y enhances  the quali ty
of l ife in city centres,  reinforces the city  centres' residentia l
character and supports social inte raction.
